Sirs:

We herewith transmit a report on federal, state, and privately
funded health care programs. This report is prepared in the
form of a catalog for the convenience of the users.

Each program is described in sufficient detail to disclose

its authorization, objectives, type of assistance, the amount

of funds available, eligibility for the funds, and how the

funds may be used. Also listed are the contact agencies through
which information and applications for the funds and programs
may be obtained.

We did not find any major publicly funded programs which ori-
ginate below the state level. City, county and local govern-
mental agencies are using their resources to implement state
and federal programs that require matching funds or local
financial participation.

The report identifies 244 programs available in 1971-72 which
probably will be continued in subsequent years. The federal
funded programs amount to $7.3 billion of which California
should receive around 10 percent or $730 million. The amount

of federal funds the California state, local, and private health
agencies have received has not been determined. State funded
programs amounting to $140 million are reported. Privately
funded programs amounting to $14 million are reported.

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CATALOG OF HEALTH CARE PROGRAMS

INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this compilation of grants and other types of assis-
tance is to provide a systematic reference to the medical and health programs
available to public and private agencies. It is not intended as a comprehen-
sive investigation of all of the types of assistance. It is, rather, an
attempt to provide>a simplified and convenient listing to those programs

which make available monies and assistance for medical and health projects.

It is expected that this catalog will reveal many new sources of
funding for medical and health projects for:

State and local governments in California '

- Public agencies such as hospitals and universities
- Private agencies such as nonprofit research organizations
and neighborhood health centers

- Individuals engaged in medical research and education.

Much of the information contained in this catalog is available
from other sources. However, we feel that this catalog is unique in that for
the first time, a catalog has been prepared which includes only medical and
health programs. Also, for the first time, the programs sponsored by federal,

state, and nonprofit agencies are included under one cover.

The information for this catalog was obtained for the most part
from the catalogs and dircctories listed in the bibliography (Page H-33). We

also interviewed personnel from the various state health agencies to obtain
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descriptions of their programs. In addition, we sent the letter and

questionnaire shown at H-35 to 71 foundations located through the country.

It should be pointed out that although the state and local govern-
mental agencies administer many programs, most of these programs are federally
funded and are therefore shown as federal programs. Where applicable, we
have included the citation to the state code enabling the State of California

to participate in the federal program.

We have included in this catalog those programs which provide such
assistance as:

- Formula grants for planning and aid for ongoing health
service activities

- Project grants for basic research, manpower training,
and faculty construction

- Fellowships

- Scholarships

- Grants to capitalize student loan funds

- Direct loans for facility constfuction

- Mortgage insurance for facility construction

The programs described herein are current for fiscal year ended
June 30, 1972, as are the financial data included in the description. Although
the programs sponsored by the federal and state governments are subject to
fiscal cutbacks, only those programs which have strong indications of renewal

were included in the catalog.

The applicant under (b) must agree to utilize existing commu-
nity resources and to apply for affiliation with any future community
mental health center servicing the area. Applicants must provide at
least five essential services to narcotic addicts and drug dependent
persons - inpatient, outpatient, intermediate (half-way house, partial
hospitalization), 24-hour emergency services, and community-wide

consultation and education services.

Beneficiary - Narcotic addicts and drug dependent persons. A narcotic
addict is any person whose use of narcotic drug causes physical,
psychological, or social harm to himself or endangers the health,
safety, or welfare of others. A drug dependent person is any person
who uses a controlled substance and who is in a state of psychic or
physical dependence, or both.
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USE AND RESTRICTIONS
This program authorizes funds on a matching basis for construction,
special projects, and initial staffing of facilities offering com-
prehensive services for the treatment of narcotic addicts. (Construc-
tion has not been implemented.) The program also provides for
specialized training programs, evaluation, surveys, field trials,
and demonstrations of new and effective methods of delivery of
services. Staffing grant funds may be used to pay for temporary
periods a portion of the compensation of professional and technical
personnel with some experience in the prevention and treatment of
narcotic addiction. A higher percentage may be paid if the area
has been designated a poverty area by the Secretary, Department of

Health, Education, and Welfare.

Construction funds may be used for new facilities or to remodel and
expand existing facilities '"when implemented". Part or all of the
cost of specialized training programs, evaluation projects,
